2. LOCATION______________________________________________________

3. DATE OF PURCHASE

Home Warranty commences upon date of purchase and is good for 1 (one) year.

4. WARRANTY:

“In addition to any additional warranties agreed to by the parties, the Contractor, warrants that the work will be free from faulty materials; constructed according to the standards of the building code applicable for the location; constructed in a skillful manner and fit for habitation or appropriate use. The warranty rights and remedies set forth in the Maine Uniform Commercial Code apply to this contract.”

5. HOMEOWNER’S RESPONSIBILITY

The homeowner will notify the builder promptly if a problem should develop requiring the builders’ attention, so that the builder may visit the home and make the appropriate repairs.

     6.   NAIL POPS, SCREW POPS, AND DRYWALL CRACKS:

The above problems are caused by expansion and contraction of building materials. Prior to the end of the warranty period, the builder will repair and patch these items as requested by the homeowner.  The repair and patching does not include repainting.

     7.  EXCLUSIONS:

With respect to the home itself, exclusions from coverage include:

a. Damage caused by defect in design, installation, or materials that the 

      Homeowner supplied, installed or had installed under his or her direction.

b. Secondary damage, such as personal injury or property damage.

c. Normal wear and tear.

d. Normal shrinkage caused by drying of the home.

e. Negligence, improper maintenance, or alteration by parties other than the builder, including changes in the grading of the ground around the home by parties other than the builder.

f. Losses due to failure to maintain the home in good repair.

g. Accidental losses or damage usually described as ‘Acts of God’ (including, but not limited to fire, explosion, smoke, water escape, windstorm, hail or lightning, falling trees, flood or earthquake), except when such loss or damage is caused by failure to comply with approved standards.
